Abstract: Since the old age, Literature as a mirror of society and its
development often explores themes of morality, compassion, unity and
peaceful coexistence in human society. Through poems and proses, literature
can convey ethical principles that promote and educate peaceful coexistence,
respect for others, and harmonious social relationships. Using descriptive
method, this paper attempt to explore the contributions of Arabic Literature of
Nigerian Authorship in promoting national integration, harmony and peaceful
co-existence among Nigerian citizen with diverse ethnics and constituencies;
literary texts (Poetry) were selected in the works of three literary icons. The
study explores from the different works how Arabic literature of Nigerian
authorship has promoted the ideology of unity, harmony, peaceful co-existence
in Nigeria through this very heterogeneous socio-political region. The results
of the study reveals that many literary scholars have contributed, through their
literary productions, to the promotion of national integration, harmony and
peaceful co-existence among the people who speak a multitude of languages

and have array of cultural diversities and practices.
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Introduction

Conflicts and unrest in human society has displayed and presented
Nigeria, a greatly divided country, as one of communities deprived of
harmony and co-existence. Between 1967 and 1970, only a few years
after gaining independence from Britain (in 1960), the country was
engulfed in a bloody civil war; ethnic group conflicts among Northern,
western and eastern regions of the country, terrorist and bandit unrests,
Boko-haram phenomenon is unveiled to the world. Indeed, lack of
harmony and integration in the society had results to grave consequences
for the wellbeing, orderly growth, and development, stable democratic
government, unity and survival of the nation (Edosa, 2014:61-62). The
Nigerian government and people from different dimensions and
perspectives have done and still doing all they can to prevent the tensions
and ‘civil disturbances’ which frequently erupt, or have become endemic.

The fact that literature is a reflection of the society has been widely
acknowledged and endorsed. Literature reflects the society and its
changes, its good values and its ills. In its corrective function, literature
mirrors the ills of the society with a view and motive to making the
society aware its unbearable situations and make necessary measures. It
also projects the virtues or good values in the society for people to
emulate. Literature, an imitation of human thoughts and actions, often
presents a picture of what people think, say and value in the society
(Roshni, 2015:192).

It is great delight that Literature, especially the products of Arabic
literature of Nigerian authorship in the face of the increasingly
monumental crisis of insecurity, sectarian violence, ethnic violence,
political instability and threats of disintegration, have contributed
massively and immeasurably to the peacebuilding and enlightenment of
the people on the importance of harmony, unity and societal integration.
Arabic literature, like other indigenous literary productions in Nigeria,
with its essential features and characters, its informing ideologies and
politics, and its production sociology (Obafemi: 2017:1). In Arabic
literature of Nigerian authorship, many are stories designed to portray
human life and action and reaction, the writers convey valuable messages
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for disseminating information and enlightenment. They address through
their literary productions attitudes, morale and values of the society;
writers of literature transport the real-life events in their society into
fiction and present it to the society as a mirror the situations and the
feelings of people. Their literature (poems and proses) is not only a
reflection of the society but also serves as a corrective mirror in which
members of the society adjust for positive change. The present study take
a close look at some works of Nigerian literature in Arabic for the reader
to known and understand how Arabic literature in Nigeria actually
contributes to the societal integration and harmony in the society. Literary
texts from the selected Nigerian contemporary Arabic poems, namely Isa
Alabi, Barrister Adam Usman and Musa Ali Baba selected and analysed .

Literature Review

Nation-building, national unity, national cohesion, call for peace and war
against violence and terrorism , have gained a great attention of scholarly
studies nowadays due to the nonstop unrests and conflicts in human
societies.

Edosa, Enaruna (2014:61-82) in his study examines the issues, problems
and contexts of national integration or the national question in Nigeria. It
also addresses the strategies for ensuring national integration in the
country; the paper suggests that states should specify their minimum
requirements for citizenship or acceptance of non-indigenes from other
states of the Nigerian federation, which should be collectively. There
should be a fair and equal treatment of all Nigerians as well as a
deliberate development of a feeling of oneness among Nigerians towards
the attainment of peace, harmony, co-existence and national stability
among diverse ethnic groups and constituents.

From and integrated approach, Popoola S. Akorede and Unoroh Solomon
Ogheneochuko (2015:1859 -1863) argued that Religion and literature are
important agents of peace and harmony awareness; both disciplines make
people seeing their roles or responsibilities in societal transformation and
peaceful co-existence. They (religion and literature) are socialization
agents by projecting the values and impact positive aspirations that will
enhance harmony, peace and co-existence not only in the micro society
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but also all over the world. They claimed that man and religion are
inseparable because religion is an all-round movement in the light of faith
in God and a sense of responsibility for the reformation of thought and
belief. According to the study, both religion and literature aim to promote
high principles of morality for the establishment of good relations among
members of the society and the elimination of every sort of undue
discrimination.

Yunusa Muhammad Jamiu, in his study “Integration in Hamid Ibraheem
al-Hijry’s Ma ’satul- hub (The Tragedy of Love)” addressed the history of
Avrabic literature in the Northern Nigeria and its impacts in understanding
among the heterogeneous ethnic groups in the region. Although Arabic
suffered considerable neglect with the coming of colonialist who
supplanted Arabic with their western education, Arabic regained it
vibrancy in Nigeria after indolence. Writing literary expressions in Arabic
therefore become a source of integration, unity and harmony among the
indigenous people especially in the northern Nigeria (Yunusa, 2017: 253
— 268).

In their submission, (Aazra Nuh and Gennia Nuh, 2023: 180-185),
literature is the mirror to the society. The social problems such as,
political, economic, socio-political, and socio-economic are depicted by
literary works from time to time. Literature is inclusive in nature. The
study claimed that nearly all human sciences find themselves reflected in
Literature. Indeed apart from various social problems, Literature also
reveals the intricate fabric and inner conflicts. Literature is an effective

Statement of Problem

Since end of the 20" century and the beginning of 21 century, the entire
world with no exception have witnessed and experienced different kinds
of insecurity, unrest, violence and terrorism.

609) was one of the greatest of the Arab poets of pre-Islamic times, best
known for his long ode in the Mu ‘allagat collection. A man of wisdom,
Zuhayr’s poem in Al-Mu ‘allagat praises the men who brought peace
between the clans of ‘Abs and Dhubyan. In the poem, war is compared to
a millstone that grinds those who set it moving, and the poet speaks as
one who from a long life has learned humankind’s need for morality..
Zohayr ibn Abi Sulma) is known as a wise poet as well as a peacemaker.
He produced a sort of poetry that is distinguished with superiority. A

prolific poet who contributed to making peace within the warring tribes
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utilizing an expressive Arabic classical language. An integrative
contribution that upholds the legacy of the Arab people (Yahya Saleh,
2019:71-84)

This poem reflects the destructive nature of war, emphasizing its
inevitability once it begins, the suffering it causes, and the cursed legacy
it leaves behind. It portrays how war engulfs everything in its path,
reducing vibrant communities to ruins and displacing countless
individuals. The verses underscore the perpetual cycle of pain and loss
that war perpetuates, warning of the enduring scars left on both the land
and the hearts of those affected. Through its vivid imagery, the poem
serves as a powerful reminder of the high cost of conflict and the urgent
need for peace and reconciliation. In his golden poems, Al-mu‘allagat,
Zuhayr does not only condemn war but he also plays the role

of an arbitrator, showing his detachment from the problem but at the same
time enforcing the lessons of conduct and morality, his poetry wherein he
preaches forgiveness, peace between tribes and considers war as
ignominy clearly reflects his great personality and piousness. Indeed, his
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poetry with it original theme is distant from the fiery bellicose of his
colleagues in his era (Marisa Farrugia, 2003:143-153)

Peace in Nigerian Arabic Literary Writings

Reading from Literary writings of the Nigerian Arabic poetry shows that
there are diverse thematic literary works been produced and presented by
Nigerian poets from different perspectives, differing in scope and context.
Out of the poetic writings, criticising social unrests and violence have
been one of the prominent and dominant trends in the genres of Arabic
poetry \. The development that can be traced to the fact that most Nigerian
artists are more familiar with the Classical Arabic Literature with they
normally studied as a subject in the Islamic Civilization. Since Arabic
poetry of Nigeria Authorship is the artistic depiction of the real life of the
society, it is therefore natural that it reflects all the various influential
phenomena and occurrences in the environment. The political and social
situations and complete instability in the country are among the most
prominent factors that influence the growth and development and inject
the Nigerian literary writers both the North and Yoruba land to express
their feelings and thoughts on the unrest situations in the society. Indeed,
Writers, especially Arabic writers in Nigeria have been able to
demonstrate the events and occurrences in the society by casting them in
narrative form. Some writers, in their literary texts, present human
conflicts, conflict, resolution, and peacebuilding in their literacy
productions and expressions. They reveal the impacts of violence and
violence on the people and the society. Their literary works also grant
readers and researchers access to the ethical and moral dilemmas that
people face in the society.

Isa Abubakar Alabi

Isa Abubakar Alabi is one of the finest Arabic-language poets in Arabic
literary movement in Yoruba land especially and in Nigeria at large. An
icon of modern Arabic poetry, he has produced distinctive poetry widely
considered the most prominent in Nigeria through which, he was
honoured as Prince (leader) of non-Arab poets in Saudi Arabia.

As a wonderful and talented poet, Isa Alabi has produced different verses
of poems in different events and contents; he proved himself capable of
composing long epic poems and short poems of dynamic joy and
appearance. Isa’s poetic endowment is evident in his poetry collections
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“Al-Subaaiyaat” and “Al-Riyaadh” which include several deceptive and
educative poems composed in different occasions and events. Indeed, Isa
Alabi, a prolific poet with a fine command of rhyme is not only a
Nigerian poet, his literary works has gained attentions of scholars and
students in the higher institution both home and abroad even in the Arab
world.

One of the aspects of tragedy in Nigerian Arabic poetry is the expression
of regret over the lack of security and stability. Insecurity is one of the
worst epidemics that the Nigeria suffers from. Indeed, many countries all
over the world are not exempted from the epidemic. Literature, especially
Arabic poetry is the mirror of human society; the Nigerian poets have
addressed and expressed the unrests and violence that engulf the society.
Indeed, issue of Boko-haram terrorism has been explicit major focus of
some Arabic poets in Nigeria; they harshly criticise the social situation,
which results to Nigerian people suffering.

Verses of poem, titled “The Terrorists,” is one of exceptional poems
written by the poet Isa Alabi Abubakar in his diwan “Assubaa’iyyaat,”, it
one of the collections and literary works produced by Isa Abubakar and
one of the masterpieces of contemporary poetry in Nigerian Arabic
literature. Distinguished by its integration, harmony, and special poetic
aesthetics, the poet’s idea and position against the process of violence,
terrorism, and brutal abuse of humanity has clearly expressed., e says:
(Isa Alabi, 2008:5).

These verses denounce terrorism and extremism, questioning the logic
and morality behind using violence to achieve objectives and highlighting
the greater harm it causes, both to people and in serving the enemies of
peace and humanity. They also challenge the misguided beliefs that
justify such acts, calling for a reassessment of values that lead to such
destructive behaviors. The poet’s condemnation emphasizes the need for
a return to principles of justice and compassion as a means to truly
resolve conflicts and build a peaceful society.

In the abovementioned verses, the poet expresses his feelings against the
unfortunate events and painful calamities whose scourges took over the
world, the tragedy that led to the shedding of innocent blood and the
displacement of people from their homelands. The verses of the poems
present to the readers the reality of terrorists and their heinous acts, which
include the threat to use violence and intimidation to achieve goals and
objectives which eventually resulting to bloodshed and destruction of
societal systems. The poet affirms that the teachings of all divine religions
completely reject violence and terrorism. He then calls on individuals to
adhere to that may lead to security and peace. What is not achievable
through peace is difficult to achieve through violence and terrorism. He
also called for peaceful coexistence. In many occasions, terrorism as the
use extraordinary violence to achieve political, religious, or social goals,
according to some analysts, is been used by many politicians to realise
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their goals and ideologies and as symbol of gaining the sympathy of the
people to remain supportive to their government or to eliminate those who
oppose their interests. Our literary icon, Isa Alabi takes a different and
peaceful position; he sees terrorism in all forms as destruction that only
brings misery and loss of lives and properties to society Assammak,
(1992:3-5).

Apart from addressing the conflict and its effects on the society, verses
are also found in Alabi’s literary produces presenting policy,
encouragement and recommendations to the peacebuilding agents, in
terms of what needs to be done to arrest the cycle of violence that has
taken root in the state. What can be as symbol of sincerity of the
sentiment of in Isa Alabi’s love for conflict resolution in his literary
works and literary collections “al-Riyadh”, the poet says: (Isa Alabi
2005:102 -103).

The invocation of these figures serves to inspire a sense of boldness and
strategic thinking in the face of challenges, suggesting that greatness often
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requires the willingness to confront adversity head-on. However, the
mention of such leaders also carries a controversial connotation,
reminding us that the pursuit of power and influence must be tempered by
moral considerations and the impact of one's actions on humanity. This
duality highlights the delicate balance between ambition and ethical
responsibility in the quest for leadership and greatness.

The poet points out that courage and persistence is the best weapon that
man can use in the present and future eras, in order to rise to the highest
level. He called on the Nigerian troops who serve in peacekeeping
missions by citing some past heroes who have successfully contributed to
the global efforts to secure peace and progress across the world. Isa Alabi
then begins to narrate the history of the past heroes who rose to the
highest position of army commander among the people of the West, such
as (Napoleon) and (Hitler).

By doing so, he wants to encourage the audience to be a passionate hero
that history will record with golden ink, for the sake of diligence,
patience, and integrity for the sake of knowledge. Alabi, with his unique
and unparalleled poetic genius, confronts acts of violence by politicians
and rulers. He feels with sincere emotion the instability that people are
experiencing result to their plotting and planning to achieve their political
aspirations. Although it is truth that as long as there has been life, war has
been a part of it; however for human society to be conducive for life,
there is need to wage war even though the consequences often breed
nothing but misery. Isa Abubakar believes that, when a person is called to
defend his community, or protect other hopeless, oppressed and
defenseless people, it is the responsibility of people to fight to uphold
justice.

Adam Usman (Barrister)

Among Nigerian contemporary Arabic poets who extend their genres to
touch present-day issues is Barrister Adam Usman. The prolific literary
icon, through his variety of literary works has addressed many societal
issues, problems and developments. Born in 1957 in the Northern part of
Nigeria, Barrister Adam Usman, the poet has been found to address both
local and International issues and occurrences in his Arabic poetry and
literary writings. Since 2001, ethno-religious violence and conflict in
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Plateau State has increased in frequency and intensity; the community
violence that led the destructions and Killings. Although, the first
significant outbreak of violence occurred in 1994 which eventually led to
military intervention and concession to local demands. Other major
incidences of sectional violence erupted in various parts of the state in
2001, 2004, 2008 and 2010 with other minor skirmishes
reported”(Oluwafunmilayo, 2011:5).

During the brutal violence, especially some Arabic poets of Nigeria origin
produced many literary texts where they expressed feelings towards the
destructive violence that claimed thousands of lives. Adam Othman’s
Arabic poem, “Remembrance of the Genocide in Plateau State”, can be
cited as example of Arabic literary expression on political situation, lack
of security and stability rooted from the violent campaign carried out by
Christians against Muslims in the year 2024. In the literary text, the writer
describes the violence as religious- political crisis that causes of
insecurity and stability among the citizens, violence that erupted because
of the injustice of the ruling party at the time, which led to bitter genocide
against innocent people; the minority Muslims were forced to seek refuge
and migrate to neighboring countries. He began the poem by showing
sorrow and regret towards the Muslims that experienced that terrible
disaster, which led some of the population to migrate to the horizons to
escape their lives from that catastrophic calamity. The poet describes his
deep sadness and gravity.(Muhammad, 2015, 88 — 97)

Yet, amid this overwhelming despair, there
remains a glimmer of hope—the belief that life, despite its hardships,
endures and that time will eventually bring some form of renewal. This
hope reflects the resilience of the human spirit, which, even in the darkest
times, clings to the possibility of a better future. The verses remind us that
while war may tear apart lives and communities, it cannot entirely
extinguish the enduring hope that sustains those who suffer through its
horrors.

The above verses are examples of the contributions from literary scholars
and writers of diverse background, which provides their insights and
feelings on the conflict in Plateau state of Nigeria in the 2004 violent
conflicts among diverse ethno-religious communities which led to the
wanton destruction of lives, livelihoods and property. In his own poetic
contributions, Adam Othman criticises the practice of terrorists and their
violence to achieve their goals. The verses of the poem express the
“impunity with which such criminal acts are committed with no recourse
to the due process of the law and subsequent justice for victims and
survivors of violence”(Oluwafunmilayo, 2011:1). The violence, which
was as waste and a flagrant violation of basic human rights, dismantling
the cohesion of societal systems. The destructive conflict, which was a
serious threat to the relations of cooperation between members of society
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and peoples, coexistence between people, and peace and security at the
national and global levels.

Musa Ali Baba, a young Nigerian Arabic poet also addresses some
societal phenomena. Born in 1981 in Lagos State, Musa in his own poetic
presentations and writings criticises Bok-haram terrorists group that have
widely contributed to instability, violence and unrests in the Northern
Nigeria. The incessant conflicts that have proved very difficult to manage;
the conflicts have continued to bedevil the society whit no recognition for
the dignity and value of human beings. Many innocents and civilians
were have been killed
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Meaning

The verses express profound anguish and condemnation of the violence
and terror inflicted by Boko Haram, portraying the devastating impact
their actions have on society. The poet captures the escalating sense of
dread and helplessness felt by the people as the group's brutal activities
continue unchecked, leaving a trail of fear, destruction, and deep sorrow.
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The imagery used in the verses highlights the indiscriminate nature of
Boko Haram's violence, where bombs are thrown in every capital, and
rifles are fired without mercy or hesitation. This reflects the chaos and
instability brought about by the group, disrupting the peace and security
that once characterized these communities. The mention of homes, filled
with sorrow and harm, underscores the personal and communal tragedies
caused by the group's misguided beliefs. Families are torn apart, and
entire communities are plunged into despair. The reference to home also
implies children and mothers, which further intensifies the emotional
weight of the verses, showing how the future of the next generation is
being stolen, and the hope of the present generation is fading. The
destruction of peaceful villages and the death of dreams illustrate the
long-term consequences of Boko Haram's terror, where not only lives are
lost, but the very fabric of society is being unraveled.

Discussion

It is apparent majority of Nigerian Arabic poets such Isa Abubakar Alabi,
Usman , Musa Ali Baba and others, in their literary works, have dealt
explicitly societal issues in the areas of social and poetical norms of the
time. the form and content of their literary writings were not just
presented in order to please their audience but to address political and
social and ethno-religious unrests, conflicts, violence that have become
the order of the day. Like Arab poets, many Nigerian Arabic poets
expressed their ideas of peace symbolically. In other words, they
conveyed the message of peace through another medium without
infringing upon the fashionable principles of the era. Many of theirs
poetic writings address and criticise social unrests and violence that have
been one of the prominent and dominant trends in the genres of Arabic
poetry. The contents of their works are overwhelmed with call for
national integration, harmony and peaceful co-existence. This has to their
works been considered for academic studies and research throughout
Nigerian Universities and abroad.

The Enduring Struggle for Egalitarian Governance: Elites, Power, and Political Ideals

1. Introduction

The concept of governance has long been examined in relation to the
tension between political ideals and the realities of power. Throughout
history, political systems have aspired to create just, participatory
societies—whether  through  democracy, socialism, or Islamic
governance—yet many have struggled to overcome the dominance of
elites. Despite noble aspirations for equality and representation, power
has often been concentrated in the hands of a select few, undermining the
foundational principles of these systems. This challenge of elite capture
has remained a recurring issue from ancient Rome to modern
democracies, where the ideal of governance "by the people, for the
people” often gives way to rule by elites.

This paper delves into the persistent struggle within political systems
to resist elite dominance, exploring both historical and contemporary
examples of governance models that have failed to meet their ideals. It
examines how, across different contexts—whether democratic, socialist,
or Islamic—political systems have devolved into systems of elite rule,
sidelining the very principles of equality and participation upon which
they were founded. Additionally, the paper highlights instances where
efforts to counter elite capture have succeeded, offering valuable insights
into strategies for fostering more inclusive, transparent, and accountable
governance.

The study will critically examine the mechanisms that allow elites to
maintain power, despite the egalitarian principles of various political
systems. It will also explore successful strategies for resisting elite
domination, providing a comprehensive analysis of how governance
structures can evolve toward models that more effectively serve all
members of society. Through this examination, the study aims to
contribute new perspectives on achieving governance that truly reflects its
foundational promises.

2. Democracy and Innovation in Governance

Democracy embodies the ideals of public participation,
accountability, and equality, serving as a cornerstone of modern
governance. At its core, democracy enables power to originate from the
people, either directly or through their representatives (Paralegal Advice,
2015). This foundational principle has manifested in various models
shaped by historical, cultural, and socio-economic contexts. To sustain
and adapt democratic systems to evolving challenges, political reform
becomes essential, addressing inefficiencies, responding to societal
demands, and mitigating external pressures. These reforms often
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emphasize enhancing transparency, inclusiveness, and institutional
balance, ensuring governance remains resilient and relevant (Anderson,
Rainie & Vogels, 2021).

Furthermore, the relationship between democracy and reform is
dynamic. In established democracies, reforms aim to counter polarization,
reduce institutional distrust, and recalibrate power imbalances. On the
other hand, emerging democracies focus on creating stable institutions,
fostering inclusive processes, and building public trust. Context-specific
approaches are crucial, as one-size-fits-all solutions often fail to address
unique societal dynamics. Civil society plays a pivotal role in reform
processes, with grassroots movements and advocacy campaigns
historically driving significant changes. Moreover, the rise of digital
technologies has further amplified citizen participation, enabling more
effective engagement, accountability, and mobilization (Giuliano, Mishra
& Spilimbergo, 2009).

In addition, globalization adds complexity to the interaction
between democracy and reform. While it facilitates the dissemination of
democratic ideals, it also introduces challenges such as economic
disparities and cultural homogenization, which strain democratic
institutions. Consequently, innovative reforms must address these
pressures, balancing global interconnectedness with local sovereignty and
inclusivity. International bodies, while instrumental in supporting
transitions and reforms, must navigate tensions between global
frameworks and national autonomy. Thus, resilient democratic systems
hinge on their ability to adapt through deliberate, inclusive reforms that
align governance with societal aspirations (Mpolomoka et al., 2024).
Moreover, the enduring influence of elites—both traditional and
emerging—poses challenges to equitable governance and democratic
ideals. Historically, traditional elites—defined by their wealth or political
power—have maintained control over societal resources and decision-
making structures. However, the rise of new elites, particularly in sectors
like technology and finance, has reshaped governance dynamics. These
groups, often operating transnationally, wield considerable influence over
public opinion, democratic processes, and institutional frameworks. As a
result, this concentration of power raises critical concerns about
accountability, transparency, and equity (Wedel, 2017).

The development and governance of artificial intelligence (Al)
further illustrate these tensions. A small group of corporations and experts
dominates Al innovation, raising ethical issues such as algorithmic bias,
systemic inequality, and a lack of representation in decision-making
processes. Therefore, addressing these concerns requires regulatory
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frameworks prioritizing fairness, inclusivity, and transparency. Without
such oversight, Al could deepen societal inequalities and undermine
democratic ideals, perpetuating elite capture in new and technologically
advanced forms (Taeihagh, 2021). Additionally, globalization exacerbates
elite influence, enabling transnational networks to amplify their power.
As a result, robust governance structures are needed to counteract these
asymmetries, holding elites accountable while ensuring democratic
resilience. Civil society, academia, and international organizations play
essential roles in advocating for equitable governance models that align
elite contributions with societal development (Henriksen & Seabrooke,
2020).

The interplay between governance and innovation underscores the
need for systems that adapt to rapid societal and technological changes.
Innovation disrupts traditional governance models, offering opportunities
for progress while introducing challenges such as inequality and social
instability. Consequently, governance frameworks must evolve to foster
environments that encourage creativity while addressing these
disruptions. Forward-thinking governance can support innovation through
participatory decision-making, cross-sector collaboration, and policies
that balance progress with social equity (Abdullah Kaiser, 2024).
Furthermore, innovation within governance itself is equally critical. Agile
governance—focused on flexibility, responsiveness, and adaptability—
has gained prominence as a means to address modern complexities.
Technological advancements, such as blockchain, digital platforms, and
Al-driven decision support systems, are transforming governance by
enhancing transparency, efficiency, and public participation. However,
careful implementation is vital to prevent these tools from exacerbating
existing disparities or creating new forms of exclusion (Filatotchev,
Aguilera & Wright, 2020).

Innovation in political systems, governance, and democracy refers
to the process of introducing new methods, strategies, and technologies
that enhance efficiency, transparency, participation, and accountability to
protect current and future generations internets (Awashreh, 2013). This
can involve reforms to improve representation, the use of digital tools to
engage citizens, or policies that adapt governance to modern challenges
such as economic inequality, and technological advancements. Innovation
aims to address systemic inefficiencies, empower citizens, and ensure that
political systems remain responsive, inclusive, and just (Milakovich,
2021).

Global challenges, such as climate change and cybersecurity, demand
innovative  governance approaches that facilitate international
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cooperation. In this regard, multilateral institutions and cross-sector
partnerships are instrumental in navigating competing interests and
cultural differences to address these pressing issues. Social innovation,
driven by inclusive governance, highlights the importance of engaging
diverse stakeholders to meet societal needs effectively (Adanma &
Ogunbiyi, 2024). Finally, the relationship between governance and
innovation emphasizes the need for ethical considerations and
sustainability.  Adaptive  governance  systems that embrace
experimentation and continuous learning can effectively integrate
innovation while maintaining democratic ideals. Balancing these forces is
critical to fostering equitable and resilient societies in an increasingly
interconnected and rapidly evolving world (van Assche, Valentinov &
Verschraegen, 2021). Whether through Al-driven tools or human-led
decision-making processes, governance systems must prioritize
inclusivity, accountability, and fairness to resist elite capture and address
the challenges of modern governance. By doing so, they can ensure that
power remains distributed and that decisions reflect the collective will
rather than the interests of a privileged few (Buhmann & Fieseler, 2023).
3. Methodology

The article employs a historical-analytical methodology to examine
political systems over time and assess the impact of elite capture on
governance. By exploring both historical and contemporary examples,
such as ancient Rome, modern democracies, socialism, Islamic
governance, China, and monarchies, the author traces recurring patterns
of elite dominance across various governance models. The article
compares different political systems, including democracy, socialism,
Islamic governance, and monarchy, using case studies from the U.S,,
Romania under Ceausescu, and Islamic Caliphates. This comparative
analysis highlights the ways elites maintain control even within systems
that claim to promote equality and representation. Additionally, the article
critically examines the disconnect between political ideals—such as
equality, representation, and justice—and the reality of elite capture. It
explores historical governance failures and how elites manipulate political
power, while also identifying instances of resistance to such dominance.
The theoretical reflections in the article consider whether more equitable
and participatory governance is possible by learning from past successes
and failures, suggesting potential pathways for reform and more inclusive
political systems.
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3.1 Analysis theme

The theme table (1) outlines key concepts related to elite capture
in political systems, historical resistance to elites, and the potential of Al
robot-governed regimes. Elite capture refers to the concentration of power
and wealth within a small, influential group, which undermines
democratic principles and often results in governance that favors the elite
over the broader population. Historical examples such as ancient Rome,
feudal Europe, and the Soviet Union demonstrate how centralized power
often marginalizes egalitarian ideals, leaving few avenues for meaningful
democratic participation. Despite these challenges, solutions such as
decentralized governance and increased democratic participation through
transparency and accountability offer potential ways to counteract the
concentration of power.

The table (1) also highlights historical efforts to resist elite
domination and promote more egalitarian systems, with examples from
ancient Athens, Switzerland's direct democracy, and Iceland’s 2008
reforms. These examples show that it is possible to implement
governance models that empower citizens, though such systems often
face the challenge of elite structures reasserting control over time.
Similarly, Al robot-governed regimes present an intriguing opportunity
for impartial and efficient governance based on data and logic, but
concerns over algorithmic biases and lack of cultural understanding
present significant challenges. A hybrid model, combining human
judgment with Al efficiency, offers a possible solution to this problem.
Finally, the article addresses the ongoing challenges in achieving
inclusive and accountable governance, suggesting that reforming political
systems to limit elite control and encourage citizen involvement is
essential for ensuring equitable governance.

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4. Results & Discussion

This section explores the complexities of governance systems,
focusing on the ways in which elite control has historically shaped
political structures and the challenges faced in achieving truly egalitarian
governance. It begins by examining how democratic ideals often conflict
with the concentration of power in the hands of a few, as seen in modern
democracies like the United States. It then looks at how socialist and
authoritarian regimes, despite their promises of equality, also succumb to
elite dominance. Through historical and contemporary examples, this
section highlights the enduring grip of elites, while also considering
potential pathways for reform, including the possibility of Al-driven
governance systems.

4.1 Rethinking Governance: Power, Elites, and the Path to Reform

Democracy aims to promote equality, transparency, and collective
decision-making, yet modern democracies often struggle to fully realize
these ideals. In the U.S., for example, elite capture undermines
democratic promises, as political campaigns depend on financial
donations from corporations and affluent individuals, creating conflicts of
interest. Issues like healthcare reform, climate change, and income
inequality are often shaped by lobbying from industries that benefit from
the status quo (Ohman & Zainulbhai, 2009). Moreover, gerrymandering
and voter suppression further distort equal representation, reducing
marginalized communities' influence in the democratic process (Glasberg,
Armaline & Purkayastha, 2021). Thus, these challenges highlight the
tension between democratic ideals and the realities of elite power (Ojo,
2022).

Similarly, socialist ideologies aiming to reduce inequality often
fail in practice due to centralized power structures. In Romania, for
instance, Nicolae Ceausescu's rule exemplified how socialist governance
can devolve into dictatorship, as power was concentrated in his hands,
using repression and control to maintain authority (Stanciu, 2015). This,
in turn, reflects how elite capture undermines the foundational promises
of equality and shared wealth (Henderson, McNab, & Ro6zsas, 2005).

In a similar vein, Islamic governance, particularly under the
Rightly Guided Caliphs, emphasized justice and public welfare, but later
dynastic rule consolidated power within families or clans, straying from
early Islamic principles of inclusive leadership (Ghannouchi, 2020).
Likewise, China's socialist system, though still officially communist, has
become dominated by a centralized, single-party structure, where
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decision-making often prioritizes stability over broad public
representation (Zeng, 2024). Similarly, in hereditary monarchies, political
control remains within family structures, often stifling responsiveness to
public needs (Rose & Kavanagh, 1976).

Given these systemic challenges, it is crucial to rethink governance
structures. To this end, sustainable models should prioritize true
representation and accountability, decentralize power, and emphasize
transparency. Governments must be structured to prevent the
concentration of authority and include diverse regional perspectives in
decision-making. By leveraging technology for greater citizen
engagement and focusing on policies that prioritize collective welfare
over profit, political systems can evolve toward a more equitable,
resilient, and participatory future (Faguet, 2024).

4.2 The Enduring Grip of Elites in Political Systems

The question of whether political systems can escape the grip of
elites has been a persistent issue throughout history, reflecting both
ancient and modern challenges in governance. From the early days of the
Roman Republic, where political power was largely controlled by the
patricians, to the contemporary struggles of modern democracies, elites
have consistently found ways to consolidate power, often undermining
efforts toward egalitarian governance.

In ancient Rome, despite reforms such as the creation of the
Tribune of the Plebs, which aimed to give a voice to the common people
(plebeians), real control remained in the hands of the patricians. Even
with the shift to an imperial structure under figures like Julius Caesar and
Augustus, power became further centralized, consolidating the elite’s
hold on the political system and diminishing the representative structures
that had existed. This highlights how, even in systems designed to offer
broader participation, elite control often reasserted itself (Athanasiou,
2024). Similarly, in early Islamic governance under the Rashidun Caliphs,
there was an emphasis on justice, humility, and consultation, setting a
model that resonated with the broader Muslim community. However,
after the Rashidun era, the Umayyad and Abbasid dynasties introduced
dynastic rule, concentrating power within ruling families and elites. This
shift, like in Rome, showed that even systems founded on egalitarian
principles could fall under the control of elites (Rasheed, 2024).

The feudal system of medieval Europe also mirrored these
challenges. Kings, lords, and the church held immense power over
peasants and vassals, who had little political voice or mobility. While
efforts like the Magna Carta in 1215 sought to limit the monarchy’s
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absolute power, commoners still had little influence, showecasing the
entrenched nature of elite dominance in governance (Heller, 2024). The
American Revolution, which sought to break free from elite rule under a
distant monarchy, was revolutionary but still preserved power in the
hands of a small, educated, land-owning elite. Despite the rhetoric of
equality, early U.S. governance was limited to white, land-owning men,
creating an elite-dominated political system that took centuries of reforms
to make more inclusive (Bessler, 2021). In the 20th century, communist
revolutions promised to dismantle elite power, as seen in the Russian
Revolution and the Establishment of the Soviet Union. However, these
movements quickly gave rise to new elite structures, with the Communist
Party consolidating power and figures like Stalin and Mao exerting total
control. These examples illustrate that political movements opposed to
elitism can still create new elite hierarchies (Skocpol, 1976).

In modern liberal democracies, the rise of economic elites has
been particularly notable, with wealthy donors and corporations wielding
significant influence through campaign financing, lobbying, and media
control. In the United States, for example, the power of the "billionaire
class" raises concerns about the extent to which democratic systems
remain free from elite influence (Ciepley, 2023). The Arab Spring of
2010-2012, which sought to overthrow authoritarian regimes in the
Middle East, also demonstrated the resilience of elite structures. Although
the movements initially promised democratic reforms, many were
suppressed, and new power struggles among elites emerged. In Egypt, for
instance, initial democratic gains were reversed, illustrating how elite
control can endure, even in the face of popular uprisings (Cavatorta,
2012).

These historical examples, alongside more recent instances, reveal
that political systems often struggle to escape the grip of elites. Whether
through wealth, military power, or party leadership, elites adapt to
changing political landscapes, reasserting control and often stifling the
potential for truly egalitarian governance. Despite these challenges, there
are examples where governance has momentarily resisted elite capture,
such as in ancient Athens, Switzerland, and Iceland, showing that it is
possible, though difficult, for political systems to reflect the will of the
broader populace (United States Institute of Peace, 2023). Nevertheless,
the examples of elite capture across history—from Rome to modern
democracies—highlight the ongoing challenge of achieving an egalitarian
political system, where governance is truly reflective of the people, and
not dominated by economic, political, or social elites. These patterns
suggest that, while resistance to elite control is possible, maintaining
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egalitarian principles in the long term remains a formidable challenge
(Gilens & Page, 2014).

4.3 Examples of Governance Resisting Elite Capture

Throughout history, some political systems have resisted elite
capture, allowing for broader participation and more egalitarian
governance. Although the concentration of power among wealthy elites
has consistently undermined political ideals (Rose-Ackerman, 2004),
there are notable instances where governance shifted away from elite
domination: In ancient Athens, often regarded as the birthplace of
democracy, citizens (excluding women, slaves, and non-citizens)
participated directly in decision-making through the assembly (Ekklesia)
and the council (Boule). Despite deep societal inequalities, particularly
concerning slavery, the political system granted ordinary citizens’
significant political power. Government offices were filled by lottery,
ensuring that power did not remain concentrated in the hands of a small
elite. This practice contributed to one of the earliest functioning
democracies (May, 2019).

Switzerland has a long-standing tradition of direct democracy,
where citizens have significant influence over decision-making. Despite
the presence of wealthy elites, Switzerland’s system includes regular
referendums and initiatives, allowing the public to propose laws and
constitutional changes. Mechanisms such as the popular initiative and
referendum ensure that decisions reflect the majority’s will, rather than
elite interests alone (Helfer, Wéspi & Varon e, 2021). After the 2008
financial crisis, Iceland underwent a significant political transformation.
The collapse of the banking sector led to widespread dissatisfaction with
political and economic elites. In response, Iceland initiated a
constitutional reform process in which ordinary citizens played a central
role. A national assembly, composed of randomly selected citizens, was
tasked with drafting a new constitution. This participatory approach
marked a shift toward greater citizen involvement in political decision-
making, although the final implementation was delayed (Johnsen, 2014).

The French Revolution of the late 18th century was a pivotal
moment in political governance, as the monarchy and aristocracy were
overthrown. The revolution sought to dismantle the feudal system and
replace it with a republic accountable to the people. The National
Assembly, made up of representatives from the Third Estate
(commoners), took control, symbolizing a break from centuries of elite-
dominated rule. Although the revolution led to instability and the rise of
Napoleon Bonaparte, it was a significant attempt to remove power from
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elites and place it in the hands of the broader population (Rosenblatt,
2018).

The Zapatista Army of National Liberation (EZLN) in Mexico
represents a grassroots movement aimed at resisting elite capture. Since
the 1990s, the Zapatistas have fought for indigenous rights, land reform,
and an end to neoliberal economic policies favoring the wealthy. In
southern Mexico, the Zapatistas have established autonomous regions
governed by decentralized, community-based decision-making. This
system distributes power among local communities, resisting control by
political or economic elites (Reyes Godelmann, 2014).

The Paris Commune of 1871, though short-lived, is another
example where power was placed in the hands of ordinary citizens. After
the Franco-Prussian War, workers in Paris rose against the French
government, establishing a socialist government with radical democratic
ideals. The Commune aimed to decentralize power and place it in the
hands of the working class. Though violently suppressed, it remains a
historic example of a system where governance was not controlled by
elites (Jones, 2018). In modern democracies, local governance structures
such as participatory budgeting and community councils give ordinary
citizens a direct role in decision-making, bypassing elite control. For
example, Porto Alegre in Brazil has implemented participatory budgeting,
allowing citizens to decide how public funds are allocated. Similarly,
local town hall meetings in parts of the United States empower
communities to make decisions on matters that directly affect them,
ensuring governance at the local level remains closer to the people
(Peabody, 2024).

These examples demonstrate that it is possible for governance to
reflect the will of the broader populace, even if temporarily. However,
maintaining these egalitarian principles over the long term is often
challenging, as elite structures tend to reassert themselves. Despite this,
these instances provide valuable lessons for future governance models
that aim to resist elite control, particularly in the context of evolving
technological governance models such as robot-governed systems
(Demmers et al., 2004).

4.4 Challenges and Potential of Al Robot-Governed Regimes

The concept of Al-robot-governed regimes raises intriguing
questions about the future of governance, particularly regarding
efficiency, impartiality, and transparency. Proponents argue that Al
robots, powered by advanced algorithms, could make decisions based
solely on data and logic, free from the biases and emotional influences
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often associated with human political leaders (Hurtado, Londofio &
Valada, 2021). Such a system could offer more consistent, equitable, and
efficient decision-making, appealing to those disillusioned with human
governance's flaws. Furthermore, Al robots could be programmed to
prioritize the well-being of all citizens, acting as neutral governing forces
compared to human leaders whose actions are often influenced by
personal interests or external pressures (Torresen, 2018).

However, the idea of fully replacing human governance with Al
robots presents several challenges. One major concern is that the
algorithms governing Al robots could inherit biases from the data on
which they are trained. These biases may reflect societal prejudices, such
as discrimination based on race, gender, or socioeconomic status,
embedded in historical data. If Al robots are trained on biased data drawn
from past human decisions, they could perpetuate or even exacerbate
these biases, reinforcing systemic inequalities in governance. Thus, while
Al robots may appear impartial, their decision-making could still reflect
biases unless their programming and training data are thoroughly
scrutinized and adjusted (Rose-Ackerman, 2004).

Moreover, Al robots may struggle with the complexities of human
emotions, ethics, and cultural contexts that are often essential for effective
governance. Although they can process and make decisions based on
data, the nuances of human societies require empathy, moral reasoning,
and an understanding of diverse perspectives. Issues like social justice,
personal freedoms, and cultural values are areas where Al robots might
struggle to provide meaningful solutions that take into account these
subjective dimensions. Therefore, while Al governance may offer certain
advantages, it is essential to recognize the potential biases and limitations
arising from their programming and training data (Booyse & Scheepers,
2023; Oritsegbemi, 2023).

5. Conclusion

Overcoming elite capture remains a critical challenge to achieving
truly democratic, socialist, or just governance systems. While the concept
of Al-robot-governed regimes offers the promise of efficiency and
impartiality, it raises significant concerns about biases in decision-making
and the potential for discrimination. For Al to be a viable solution, its
algorithms must be transparent, and its processes must be under constant
oversight to avoid perpetuating existing inequalities. A hybrid model,
combining human judgment with Al efficiency, could strike a balance
between accountability and reduced corruption. However, this approach
carries its own risks, including the potential for Al to centralize power in
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ways that undermine the very principles of fairness and equality it aims to
promote. Whether in human-led or Al-assisted governance, the
centralization of power remains a persistent threat, highlighting the need
for continuous vigilance and reform.

Despite efforts to reform political systems—whether through
constitutional changes, uprisings, or social movements—the challenge of
elite capture continues to undermine the ideals of equality and
representation. From ancient Rome to modern democracies like the U.S.,
and even in socialist states like the Soviet Union, the centralization of
power has hindered the realization of truly participatory governance. Even
systems that have made strides toward resisting elite dominance, such as
ancient Athens and Switzerland, demonstrate the difficulty of maintaining
egalitarian principles in the long term. Emerging governance models, like
Al-robot regimes, while offering potential for impartial decision-making,
must be carefully examined to ensure they do not perpetuate the very
inequalities they seek to address. Ultimately, whether human-led or Al-
assisted, achieving a truly democratic system requires continuous
commitment to transparency, inclusivity, and accountability to prevent
the concentration of power and ensure governance remains by and for the
people.

The implications for society and political systems are profound. As
political systems continue to grapple with the issue of elite capture, the
need for reforms that prioritize decentralization, transparency, and citizen
participation becomes even more critical. A governance model that truly
represents the people must be designed to resist the concentration of
power and ensure that decisions reflect the collective will, rather than the
interests of a privileged few. For political systems to adapt to the
challenges of the modern world, particularly with the potential
introduction of Al technologies, there must be a careful balance between
technological efficiency and human-centered values. Emphasizing
transparency, inclusivity, and accountability at every level of governance,
from local councils to national institutions, is essential in creating a
political landscape that is resilient, equitable, and truly democratic. The
future of governance lies in finding ways to foster collaboration between
human judgment and advanced technologies, ensuring that power remains
distributed and that the voices of all citizens are heard and respected.

This study faces limitations in capturing the full complexities of elite
capture across diverse political systems. While historical examples offer
insights, they may not fully address contemporary issues or technological
advancements like Al. The focus on theoretical concepts may also
overlook practical challenges in implementing hybrid governance models.
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Furthermore, the potential consequences of Al integration, such as new
forms of centralization or bias, require further exploration. Lastly, this
paper serves as a critique of elite control over societies.

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En étudiant le vote Rassemblement National, I’ouvrage analyse
les conditions sociales du vote en faveur du RN, en considérant
les phénomenes politiques comme des phénomenes toujours
également sociaux, produits et entretenus par des
configurations spécifiques dont les citoyens électeurs sont a la
fois les électeurs et les témoins.

o L’extréme droite par le bas: une enquéte de terrain
dans le sud-est de la France :

Le sud-PACA (sud-Provence-Alpes-Cote d’Azur), berceau

historique de I’extréme droite en France durant la seconde

moiti¢ du XXe siecle, a constitu¢ le terrain d’enquéte de

auteur.

Ce dernier s’est intéress¢ aux logiques profondes de la
normalisation progressive de ce vote, cherchant a comprendre
comment, du point de vue des électeurs, cette orientation
électorale a pu acquerir une telle légitimité dans des contextes
locaux spécifiques.

o Parole ordinaire

o Qualifier le racisme

L'étude  sociologique du racisme est inévitable,
particulierement lorsqu'elle s'appuie sur une approche
empirique.

Il s'agit de relier les
expériences individuelles a des dynamiques sociales plus
larges. Ainsi, les préjugés ne sont pas uniquement le fruit de
subjectivités isolées, mais s'inscrivent dans un environnement
social qui les nourrit et les transforme.

o Les conditions sociales du vote RN
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Cet ouvrage entend donc comprendre le vote d'extréme droite,
il convient de dépasser I'analyse individuelle et de s'intéresser
aux dynamiques collectives qui le sous-tendent. La sociologie
qu’il propose ne s'attache pas aux biographies individuelles
mais aux processus sociaux plus larges : relations de pouvoir,
normes, héritages historiques.

Les individus interrogés dans cet ouvrage ne sont pas des cas
isolés mais des révelateurs de ces processus collectifs qui
favorisent l'essor de l'extréme droite. En d'autres termes, ce
sont les mécanismes sociaux, et non les individus eux-mémes,
qui constituent le coeur de cette analyse. Cette approche ne nie
pas la complexité des parcours individuels mais souligne
gu'une enquéte, aussi approfondie soit-elle, ne peut
apprehender la totalité d'une existence. Les personnes
interrogées sont ainsi des points d'entrée pour saisir des
phénomenes plus vastes.

Il décrypte les facteurs socio-politiques qui poussent les
électeurs d'extréme droite du sud-est de la France a faire ce
choix. Aucun élément isolé n'expliqgue a lui seul cette
orientation, mais c'est la combinaison de ces différents facteurs
qui les conduit a voter pour I'extréme droite.

2. Premiére partie : économies morales.

Pour saisir le vote d'extréme droite, il faut dépasser la
dichotomie économique/culturel. Dans le Sud-Est, réputé
identitaire, les préoccupations économiques sont omnipresentes
mais intimement liees a des représentations négatives de
I'immigration.

Le racisme, imprégnant tous les aspects de la pensée, structure
aussi les opinions sur le fonctionnement idéal de I'économie. Il
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s'agit donc de comprendre cette économie morale racialisée,
utilisée par les électeurs pour décrire leur situation sociale.

o Immigration et redistribution

L'extréme droite a longtemps lié chémage et immigration,
présentant cette derniére comme une menace pour I'emploi des
nationaux. Le slogan 1 million de chémeurs, 1 million
d'immigrés de trop (Faury, 2024, p. 39) en est I'exemple
emblématique. Cette rhétorique vise a mobiliser différents
électorats : ceux qui craignent de perdre leur emploi et ceux qui
ressentent une injustice fiscale.

Si la figure du voleur d'emplois est moins présente dans les
discours des électeurs rencontres, celle de I'immigré bénéficiant
d'aides sociales est omniprésente.

Ces électeurs, souvent des petites classes moyennes et
populaires, expriment moins une peur individuelle de perdre
leur emploi qu'une colére face a un systéeme qu'ils percoivent
comme injuste. Le chémage, en tant que phénomeéne social,
alimente cette coléere et favorise l'adhésion aux discours de
I'extréme droite.

o Un sentiment d’injustice fiscal

pour comprendre le ressentiment fiscal et comment les
travailleurs se sentent exploités et les aides sociales sont
percues comme injustes, on trouve Christophe, sapeur-pompier,
qui exprime un profond ressentiment fiscal. 1l considere que les
travailleurs comme lui sont sucés jusqu'a la moelle par les
impots, tandis que les branleurs (Faury, 2024, p. 44), souvent
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assimilés aux immigrés, béneficient indiment des aides
sociales.

Ce sentiment d'injustice est largement partage parmi les
électeurs du sud de la France, qui se sentent piéges dans une
classe moyenne précarisée. La valorisation du travail contraste
avec la condamnation des assistés, percus comme des
profiteurs.

Le ressentiment fiscal se méle ainsi a une xénophobie latente,
alimentée par des stéréotypes sur les immigrés présentés
comme oisifs et ingrats.

Les récits d'interactions quotidiennes renforcent ces préjuges,
opposant les bons pauvres aux mauvais, et contribuant a une
vision binaire de la societe.

o La racialisation de I’assistant

L auteur révéele une corrélation étroite entre les discours anti-
assistance et xénophobes, particulierement dans les milieux
d'extréme droite.

Les bénéficiaires de l'aide sociale sont souvent racialises,
percus comme des mauvais pauvres profitant inddment du
systeme. Cette perception est renforcée par des stéréotypes
associant les minorités ethniques a la fraude sociale et a
I'inactivité.

Le chdmage et la pauvreté de ces groupes sont alors attribués a

leurs caractéristiques individuelles ou culturelles plutdt qu'a
des causes structurelles (discrimination, inégalités).

Cette racialisation de [l'assistance alimente le ressentiment
social, justifie les politiques restrictives en matiere

d'immigration et renforce le soutien a des partis comme le
Rassemblement National.

o  Comptabilités nationales et préférence étrangeére

Les électeurs du Rassemblement national considérent que
I'immigration est une charge pour I'Etat, détournant des
ressources qui devraient bénéficier aux vrais Francais (Faury,
2024, p. 56).

Cette perception est renforcée par l'idée d'une préférence
étrangere, selon laquelle les immigrés bénéficieraient de
maniere injuste d'aides sociales au détriment des nationaux.

Ces représentations s'appuient sur une logique de la rareté, ou
I'’économie nationale est pergcue comme un gateau a partager, et
ou tout ce qui est donné aux immigrés est nécessairement retiré
aux Francais.

Cette vision binaire, opposant les-nous aux eux, est entretenue
par les discours politigues du Rassemblement national, qui
jouent sur les ressentiments et les frustrations des électeurs.

o Laxisme de I’état

Les citoyens interrogés estiment que I'Etat applique une justice
a deux vitesses. D'un co0té, ils dénoncent un laxisme envers les
délinquants, en particulier ceux issus des quartiers populaires.
Ils pointent du doigt les politiques qui, selon eux, fermeraient
les yeux sur les incivilités et les délits.

De lautre, ils déplorent une séverité excessive envers les
citoyens respectueux des lois, comme en témoignent les
contrbles routiers jugés arbitraires.

Cette perception d'injustice est renforcée par I'idée que I'Etat
accorde des privileges aux détenus, au détriment des
contribuables qui financent les prisons.

Les électeurs interrogés expriment un sentiment d'impuissance
face & un Etat qu'ils jugent trop indulgent et trop faible pour
faire respecter I'ordre public.

La dégradation de I’offre scolaire
Les électeurs d'extréme droites interrogées expriment une
profonde méfiance envers [I'école publique francaise. Ils
percoivent une dégradation constante de la qualité de
I'enseignement dans les établissements publics, notamment en
raison d'une mixité sociale percue comme excessive et d'un
sentiment d'insécurité.

Cette défiance est renforcée par un sentiment d'injustice fiscale
. ils estiment contribuer largement aux imp6ts sans en voir les
bénéfices, notamment en matiere d'éducation.

De nombreux parents, comme Lucie (Faury, 2024, p. 65),
investissent un temps considérable pour compenser les
manguements qu'ils constatent dans I'école publique et assurer
la réussite de leurs enfants.

Ce surinvestissement est vécu comme une contrainte et
alimente un ressentiment croissant envers un systéme educatif
qu'ils jugent défaillant et inégalitaire.

L’évitement par le privé

Les parents choisissant I'école privee pour leurs enfants sont
souvent motivés par la recherche d'un environnement scolaire
qu'ils percoivent comme plus sdr et plus propice a la réussite.
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La dimension religieuse (Faury, 2024, p. 68), bien que
présente, n'est pas le principal facteur de choix.

Les parents mettent plutét en avant la notion de bonne
éducation et souhaitent préserver leurs enfants d'un
environnement scolaire qu'ils jugent trop hétérogene et ou les
valeurs qu'ils défendent ne seraient pas suffisamment
respectées. Les craintes liees a la mixité sociale et a la présence
de certaines religions, notamment ['islam, sont souvent
évoquées. Ces parents associent ces éléments a une dégradation
du niveau scolaire et a des problémes de discipline.

L'école privée apparait alors comme une solution pour assurer
la réussite scolaire de leurs enfants et les protéger des
influences qu'ils percoivent comme négatives.

Concurrences reproductives
Le témoignage d'une électrice révele comment les inquiétudes
lices a la reproduction sociale alimentent les discours
xenophobes, en placant ses propres difficultés d'acces aux
services publics en contraste avec une perception déformée des
avantages accordés aux immigrés, elle exprime une peur de la
concurrence pour les ressources limitées.

Cette concurrence se joue notamment au niveau de I'éducation,
ou l'école privée est percue comme la seule garantie d'une
ascension sociale. La xénophobie (Faury, 2024, p. 74) sert alors
de bouc émissaire, permettant de justifier des inégalités
sociales et de renforcer les divisions.

Ce phénomene, loin d'étre isolé, souligne comment les discours
sur l'immigration peuvent exploiter les craintes liees a la
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reproduction sociale, notamment chez les femmes, contribuant
ainsi a I'essor des partis d'extréme droite.

L'auteur explique que les électeurs d'extréme droite expriment
un mecontentement profond envers les politiques sociales,
nourri par une peur de la perte de leurs acquis et un sentiment
d'injustice face a la redistribution.

Cette peur est exacerbée par une vision essentialisée des
minorités ethnoraciales, percues comme des freins a leur
propre ascension sociale et comme des bénéficiaires indus de
I'Etat providence.

Le sentiment d'appartenance a la nation majoritaire, couplé a
une interprétation restrictive du mérite et de I'héritage, légitime
cette hostilité. Les politiques néolibérales, en remettant en
cause l'universalisme des droits sociaux, ont renforcé ces
ressentiments en créant une compétition pour des ressources
percues comme limitées, opposant les bons travailleurs aux
mauvais pauvres (Faury, 2024, p. 78).

3. Deuxiéeme partie : (chez nous). Classements et
déclassements territoriaux.
Contrairement a l'idée recue que l'extréme droite prospere
uniquement dans les régions en déclin économique, 1’enquéte
révele que son succes s'étend aussi a des régions prospéeres
comme la région Sud-PACA. Si cette région est un poéle
d'attraction pour les classes aisées, elle est aussi marquée par
de fortes inégalités. Les électeurs de I'extréme droite, souvent
issus des classes moyennes, se sentent coincés au mauvais
milieu (Faury, 2024, p. 80) entre les riches et les plus démunis.

lIs percoivent leur environnement résidentiel comme menacé
par I'augmentation du colt de la vie et la présence de groupes
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sociaux qu'ils percoivent comme différents, ce sentiment d'étre
entre-deux socialement et spatialement alimente leur anxiété et
favorise I'adhésion aux discours de I'extréme droite.

o Pressions d’en haut

Les politiques de valorisation touristique et l'attrait pour un
cadre de vie privilégié poussent les classes supeérieures a
s'installer dans ces régions, entrainant une hausse des prix de
I'immobilier et une modification du paysage social.

Les habitants d'origine, souvent issus de milieux populaires ou
agricoles, se sentent dépossedés de leur territoire et de leur
mode de vie, ils pergoivent ces nouveaux arrivants comme des
urbains (Faury, 2024, p. 85) qui ne respectent pas leurs
traditions et leurs usages.

Ces tensions sociales alimentent un sentiment de déclin et
contribuent a I'essor de I'extréme droite dans ces régions.

o Pression d’en bas

La présence de logements sociaux est systématiquement
associée a un changement de population, notamment a l'arrivée
de familles immigrées, cette association est si ancrée que les
inégalités économiques sont souvent interprétées a travers un
prisme ethnique. Les habitants expriment des craintes vis-a-vis
des quartiers dits estrangers (Faury, 2024, p. 90), ou ils
percoivent une concentration d'immigrés, notamment
maghrebins et turcs.

Ces représentations raciales sont renforcees par des
comparaisons avec des pays étrangers, les quartiers sont ainsi
décrits comme des mini-Etats (Faury, 2024, p. 91) ou les
cultures seraient étrangeres a la culture francaise.
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Ces stéréotypes contribuent a la construction de frontieres
sociales et spatiales, et a la stigmatisation de certains quartiers.

o L’impossible entre-soi blanc

I'auteur analyse les ressentis et les comportements des électeurs
d'extréme droite face a I'évolution de leur environnement
résidentiel, il met en évidence une peur profonde de la
ségrégation, non pas tant par la concentration des minorités
dans certains quartiers, mais plutét par leur expansion
progressive et incontrdlée.

Les enquétés percoivent cette evolution comme une menace
pour leur qualité de vie, leur sécuriteé et leur identité. Ils
expriment un sentiment d'injustice et de victimisation, lié a
I'impossibilité de trouver des coins tranquilles (Faury, 2024, p.
93) ou échapper a cette cohabitation forcée. Ce sentiment d'étre
rattrapé par les quartiers populaires et racisés renforce leur
adhésion aux discours d'extréme droite qui promettent un
retour a un ordre social jugé plus juste et plus sdr.

o Un centre-ville sans bieres

L'enquéte montre comment la perception d'un déclassement
territorial, lié notamment a la transformation des centres-villes
et a I'évolution de la clientele des commerces, alimente un
discours de rejet et favorise I'émergence de sentiments
d'insécurité chez une partie de la population, en montrant
comment la fermeture des commerces traditionnels et leur
remplacement par des commerces juges etrangers renforcent un
sentiment de perte d'identité et de contréle du territoire. La
présence de communautés immigrées, associee a des
transformations des modes de vie, est percue comme une
menace pour le mode de vie traditionnel.
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Le cas du bar Le Faubourg (Faury, 2024, p. 104) illustre bien
ce phénomene : la transformation de ce lieu emblématique en
un espace associé a une clientele majoritairement non-
européenne et la disparition de la vente d'alcool sont pergues
comme des signes de la dégradation du centre-ville et du déclin
de la communauté locale.

o Les incertitudes de I’avenir résidentiel

Les électeurs votant pour le Rassemblement National, souvent
issus des classes moyennes, ressentent une profonde inquiétude
face a I'évolution de leur quartier, ils craignent une
dévalorisation de leur patrimoine immobilier liée a l'arrivée de
nouveaux habitants, percus comme différents (immigrés,
minorités), cette peur est alimentée par un discours ambiant sur
le grand remplacement (Faury, 2024, p. 107) qui nourrit un
sentiment d'invasion et de perte de contrble sur leur
environnement.

L'achat d'une maison représente pour eux un accomplissement
social et économique, or, la perspective de voir leur quartier se
transformer en un lieu moins sécurisant remet en question cette
stabilité acquise. lls se sentent piegés dans des quartiers qu'ils
jugent en déclin, incapables de vendre leur bien sans subir de
lourdes pertes financiéres, cette peur de la dévalorisation
économique se méle a une peur identitaire.

Les habitants interrogés expriment une forme de misére de
position (Faury, 2024, p. 109) , c'est-a-dire une angoisse de
perdre leur statut social relatif, ils craignent que leurs enfants
ne puissent bénéficier des mémes opportunités qu'eux dans un
environnement qu'ils percoivent comme de plus en plus
dégrade.
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Les électeurs d'extréme droite en Sud-PACA se sentent pris au
piége entre un idéal d'espace homogene et inaccessible et une
réalité multiculturelle qui les inquiete.

IIs cherchent a se protéger dans un entre-soi blanc (Faury,
2024, p. 114) mais en sont souvent empéchés par leurs moyens
limités, cette situation les conduit a voter pour des partis
comme le Rassemblement National, en espérant une solution
politique a leurs problémes. Ils deviennent ainsi des dominés
dominants (Faury, 2024, p. 115) : acteurs et victimes des
inégalites ethniques qu'ils dénoncent.

4. Troisieme partie : islamophobies du quotidien
L'islamophobie désigne les préjugés et discriminations envers
les musulmans. Bien que contestée, cette notion est largement
reconnue en sciences sociales. En France, les enquétes
montrent une forte corrélation entre I'expression d'opinions
islamophobes et des positions politiques d'extréme droite. Si
certains tentent de dissocier critique de l'islam et racisme,
I’étude démontre que dans les discours quotidiens, musulman
(Faury, 2024, p. 121) est souvent employé comme synonyme
d'autres catégories racialisées.

Cette confusion révele comment la religion peut servir de
marqueur racial, rendant difficile de séparer critique religieuse
et racisme. En réalité, I'islamophobie s'inscrit dans un racisme
ordinaire, ou les prejugés religieux renforcent les
discriminations.

o Une question religieuse ?
L'islamophobie chez les électeurs du Rassemblement National
n'est pas principalement motivée par une ferveur religieuse.
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Les électeurs, souvent catholiques mais peu pratiquants,
utilisent la religion comme un marqueur identitaire plutot que
comme une croyance profonde. Le catholicisme sert a définir
une appartenance a la France, une identité francaise (Faury,
2024, p. 126) opposee a l'islam, percu comme eétranger et
menacant. Cette opposition religieuse sert de proxy pour des
distinctions sociales et raciales plus larges. Méme les athées
qui votent pour le RN utilisent I'islam comme bouc emissaire,
renforcant ainsi l'idée que l'islamophobie est moins liée a la
religion qu'a un rejet de l'autre, souvent associé a des
stéréotypes raciaux.

Ainsi, la religion est instrumentalisée pour justifier des
positions politiques et sociales, et lI'islamophobie est un moyen
de consolider un sentiment d'appartenance a une communauté
nationale définie par I'opposition a I'autre.

o Le sexisme des autres

Le sexisme des musulmans est exagéré et utilisé comme
argument pour stigmatiser toute la communauté. On accuse les
musulmans d'étre plus sexistes que les autres, tout en ignorant
les problemes de sexisme au sein de la société francaise
majoritaire. Le port du voile est souvent au cceur des critiques.
On accuse les femmes voilées d'étre opprimées par les
hommes, tout en négligeant les autres formes d'oppression des
femmes. Les femmes musulmanes sont confrontées a des
attentes contradictoires (Faury, 2024, p. 133).

On leur reproche a la fois d'étre trop voilées et donc pas assez
francaises et pas assez voilées si elles ne correspondent pas aux
stéréotypes de la femme musulmane soumise.

o L’islam comme menace
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L’auteur analyse les représentations sociales du port du voile en
France, a travers les discours d'électeurs interrogés. Le voile est
moins percu comme un choix personnel que comme un signe
de provocation, voire de prosélytisme islamiste. Les femmes
voilées sont ainsi dépeintes tantdt comme des victimes
manipulées, tantdt comme des actrices conscientes et
dangereuses d'un projet d'islamisation de la société.

Cette double représentation est influencée par le statut social
des femmes concernées : une étudiante en médecine (Faury,
2024, p. 135) est davantage pergue comme une menace que
comme une victime. Les discours recueillis révelent également
une méfiance profonde a I'égard de I'islam, percu comme une
force agissante, cherchant a imposer ses valeurs et a
transformer la sociéte francaise.

L’auteur révele que l'islamophobie en France est profondément
ancrée dans les représentations sociales, notamment chez les
électeurs d'extréme droite. Les pratiques religieuses
musulmanes sont percues comme étrangeres et menacantes
pour la sociéeté frangaise, suscitant des réactions de rejet et de
méfiance.

Ce rejet s'appuie sur une construction sociale qui présente
Iislam comme une religion incompatible avec les valeurs
francaises, tout en la suspectant d'étre une force subversive
cherchant a imposer ses normes. Les musulmans sont ainsi
souvent percus comme des intrus ou des ennemis intérieurs
(Faury, 2024, p. 146).

L'islamophobie se nourrit d'un racisme plus géenéralisé a I'égard
des minorités ethniques et raciales. Elle se manifeste dans la
vie quotidienne par des actes de discrimination, d'exclusion et
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de violence. Les médias, la politique et les discours sociaux
contribuent a renforcer ces représentations négatives, créant un
cercle vicieux qui marginalise les musulmans et alimente les
tensions sociales.

5. Quatrieme partie : votes blancs

L’auteur examine les jugements sur les ¢électeurs du
Rassemblement national, qui oscillent entre condamnation
morale et empathie face a leur souffrance sociale. D'une part,
certains cherchent a se distancier de ces électeurs, tandis que
d'autres tentent de comprendre leur vote comme une réponse a
des difficultés socio-économiques. Cependant, cette empathie
tend a minimiser la dimension raciste du vote RN, qui est un
facteur essentiel dans I'analyse des motivations des électeurs.

Le racisme est présenté comme un systeme de signification
structurant les interactions sociales, et il est crucial de l'intégrer
dans l'analyse sociologique.

Le chercheur insiste sur [l'importance de relier les
manifestations individuelles de racisme a des reéalités
collectives (Faury, 2024, p. 151). Ainsi, le vote RN est percu
comme une affirmation d'une position dans une hiérarchie
raciale, permettant aux électeurs de se situer au sein du groupe

majoritaire tout en se démarquant des minorites.

o Bonne et mauvaises migrations
L’auteur explore les attitudes des €lecteurs du Rassemblement
national envers lI'immigration, soulignant une distinction entre

les bonnes et mauvaises migrations (Faury, 2024, p. 155).
Aprés l'invasion de I'Ukraine, une majorité des électeurs de
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Marine Le Pen a exprimé un soutien pour accueillir les réfugiés
ukrainiens tout en rejetant les migrants non européens.

Cette dichotomie refléte une frontiére raciale dans le discours
migratoire en France, ou les eélecteurs, souvent issus de
I'immigration eux-mémes, valorisent leur propre intégration
réussie tout en légitimant des positions xénophobes envers
d'autres groupes, notamment maghrebins et turcs.

Les récits de fierté liés a leurs origines sont utilisés pour
justifier des attitudes hostiles envers les minorités non
blanches, permettant ainsi aux électeurs de se blanchir (Faury,
2024, p. 156) et de se maintenir dans le groupe majoritaire.

Ce rejet des autres est percu comme une maniere de renforcer
leur propre identité nationale et de se démarquer dans la
hiérarchie raciale.

o Distinctions raciales

Le texte aborde la complexité des distinctions raciales a travers
le témoignage d'Ernesto (Faury, 2024, p. 158), un surveillant
pénitentiaire brésilien naturalisé francais. Bien qu'il ait lui-
méme subi des discriminations raciales en France, il exprime
des opinions tres négatives envers les Arabes et les musulmans,
qu'il percoit comme ne respectant pas les maniéres de vivre
francaises (Faury, 2024, p. 159).

Ernesto se sent victime d'un racisme qu'il considére comme une
réaction normale des Francais face a l'immigration, et il
cherche a se distancier de groupes qu'il stigmatise. Son vote
pour des partis d'extréme droite, comme le RN, refléte son
désir de renvoyer les immigrés qui ne s'integrent pas, tout en
affirmant sa propre assimilation. Il se positionne ainsi comme
un bon Francais, utilisant ses propres réussites pour se
démarquer des minorites qu'il dévalorise.
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Ce phénomene de stigmatisation des autres groupes minorisés
est une stratégie pour alléger sa propre marginalisation. bien
que les électeurs non blancs du RN soient rares, leur vote peut
étre percu comme un moyen de se distancier des groupes les
plus stigmatisés.

o Le racial et le populaire

L’enquéte explore les expériences de rejet et d'altérisation
vecues par des électeurs du RN, en particulier ceux issus de
milieux populaires.

A travers le témoignage de Nicole (Faury, 2024, p. 163), une
retraitée ayant migré vers le sud de la France apres la fermeture
de son usine, on observe comment elle et sa famille ont été
percus comme des etrangers en raison de leurs origines
régionales. Malgré leur sentiment d'appartenance a la France,
ils subissent des discriminations locales. Nicole exprime une
fierté nationale, mais ses messages sur les réseaux sociaux
révelent des attitudes xénophobes, notamment envers les
Arabes et les musulmans.

Le couple Robert et Marie (Faury, 2024, p. 165), également
issus de milieux ouvriers, partage des expériences similaires de
rejet a leur arrivée dans le sud. lls se sentent stigmatises et
accusés de manger le pain des locaux. Leur discours reflete une
hostilité envers les groupes racialisés, qu'ils associent a la
dégradation de leur environnement. Robert, en particulier,
exprime des opinions tres dures sur les minorités, tout en
craignant de perdre son statut de propriétaire, ce qui le relie a
une peur de déclassement social.

Leur vote pour le RN est un acte d'affirmation de leur identité
nationale et de leur respectabilité, en opposition a ceux qu'ils
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considerent comme plus étrangers (Faury, 2024, p. 168). Ce
choix électoral est percu comme un moyen de se conformer
aux normes du groupe majoritaire et de renforcer leur statut
social. Ainsi, voter pour le RN devient une stratégie
d'intégration et de défense de leur place dans la hiérarchie
sociale, tout en utilisant des connotations nationalistes pour
justifier leurs opinions.

Les processus de racialisation sont en constante évolution, et la
race n'est pas un concept fixe. La position d'un individu dans la
hiérarchie entre majoritaires et minoritaires peut changer, se
maintenant ou se fragilisant selon les circonstances. Les
électeurs du RN, méme s'ils se sentent dominants sur le plan
racial, expriment une inquiétude quant a leur propre statut,
craignant d'étre minorisés. Ce sentiment de dépossession est
accentué par la perception que les groupes minoritaires sont
trop nombreux et ne respectent pas les normes attendues. La
figure du bon immigré (Faury, 2024, p. 168) est valorisée, car
elle représente une relation idéale entre majoritaires et
minoritaires. Lorsque cette dynamique est perturbée, les
minorités sont percues comme menacgantes, suscitant des
émotions négatives. L'hostilité raciale émerge souvent d'une
remise en question d'un ordre racial considéré comme naturel.

Les électeurs d'extréme droite, bien qu'attachés a cet ordre, ne
sont pas toujours ses principaux bénéficiaires, ce qui renforce
leur discours raciste. Leur vote pour le RN peut étre vu comme
une defense de leur condition majoritaire, face a une menace
percue de minorisation.

6. cinquiéme partie : logiques d’une normalisation

Cette partie aborde la légitimité du vote pour le RN et

comment cette préeférence électorale a évolué. Historiquement,
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voter pour Marine Le Pen était percu comme honteux,
entrainant une sous-déclaration dans les sondages.

Cependant, cette stigmatisation semble diminuer, notamment
aprés les élections régionales de 2021, ou les electeurs ont
peut-étre surestimé leur intention de voter RN.

Le vote pour le RN est de plus en plus accepté socialement, se
conformant aux normes des groupes sociaux. Les préférences
politiques sont influencées par les interactions sociales, et le
vote est souvent un reflet des opinions collectives plutot que
des choix individuels. Ainsi, la normalisation du RN s'explique
par des perceptions et des expériences partagées qui rendent ce
vote socialement acceptable.

o un vote stigmatisé ?

L’enquéte aborde la dynamique sociale entourant le vote pour
le Rassemblement National en France. Il souligne que les
électeurs du RN évoluent souvent dans des environnements ou
leurs opinions politiques sont largement partagées, ce qui
renforce leur sentiment de légitimité. Les temoignages
d'électeurs, révelent une incompréhension face aux résultats
électoraux nationaux, qui semblent en décalage avec leurs
perceptions locales. Isabelle (Faury, 2024, p. 178), par
exemple, exprime sa surprise face a la victoire d'Emmanuel
Macron, affirmant que dans son entourage, tout le monde vote
pour le RN. L’auteur met en lumiére comment cette
homogénéité politique peut neutraliser les stigmates associés
au vote RN, en le présentant comme une norme plut6t qu'une
déviance.

Les électeurs reconnaissent leur rejet de certaines minorites,
mais insistent sur le caractere collectif de leurs opinions, ce qui
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leur confére une légitimité. Les discussions quotidiennes,
méme dans des contextes informels comme les courses au
supermarché, renforcent cette perception partagée des
problemes liés a I'immigration et a l'insécurité.

I'auteur critique I'idée que le vote RN serait le résultat d'un repli
sur soi ou d'une crise du lien social, arguant plutét qu'il s'agit
d'une expression de sociabilités partagées et d'un sentiment
d'appartenance a des groupes sociaux spécifiques. Cette
analyse met en avant la complexité des motivations derriére le
vote RN, qui ne se limite pas a un simple acte protestataire,
mais s'inscrit dans un contexte social plus large.

o antagonismes sociaux

L’auteur aborde les antagonismes sociaux liés au vote, en
particulier celui en faveur du RN. Il souligne que le vote est
une expression des identités de groupe, souvent en opposition a
d'autres groupes sociaux. Les électeurs du RN, bien que
stigmatisés dans certaines régions, légitiment leur choix par des
récits d'expériences vécues, se sentant souvent incompris par
ceux qui n'ont pas partage leurs réalités. Ils percoivent les
critiques sur le racisme comme des jugements de valeur de la
part d'individus privilégiés, souvent de gauche, qui n'ont pas
connu les difficultés qu'ils ont affrontées.

Les électeurs du RN se distinguent par un capital culturel
relativement faible par rapport a leur capital économique
(Faury, 2024, p. 190), valorisant le travail plutét que
I'éducation. Ils ressentent un mépris de classe de la part des
élites culturelles, qu'ils associent a une arrogance et a un
angélisme. En revanche, ils respectent les figures économiques
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qui réussissent par le travail, tout en critiquant les riches jugés
excessifs ou illégitimes. Ce phénomene crée un hiatus entre les
perceptions subjectives des inégalités sociales et les réalités
économiques, ou les differences culturelles deviennent plus
clivantes que les écarts de richesse.

o antagonisme politiques

Les electeurs du RN expriment des aversions envers la gauche,
qu'ils percoivent comme trop favorable aux immigrés et
deconnectée de leurs préoccupations. Cette perception est
renforcée par une déception croissante envers la droite,
notamment a cause de figures comme Nicolas Sarkozy, jugé
comme ayant trahi ses promesses. Les électeurs, souvent dégus
par la droite, se tournent vers l'extréme droite, illustrant une
porosité électorale croissante.

Les critiques envers les élites politiques, qu'elles soient
économiques ou culturelles, sont omniprésentes. Les politiques
sont souvent percus comme des profiteurs et des voleurs
(Faury, 2024, p. 196), utilisant leur pouvoir a des fins
personnelles.

Emmanuel Macron incarne cette dualité, étant critiqué pour son
appartenance au monde de l'argent et pour son discours jugé
hypocrite. Les électeurs expriment un scepticisme général
envers tous les partis, considérant le monde politique comme
homogene et éloigne de leurs réalités quotidiennes. Cette
méfiance croissante envers les élites politiques favorise le vote
pour le RN, percu comme une alternative légitime dans un
paysage politique décevant.

o croire en Marine
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I’auteur explore la perception des ¢électeurs envers le
Rassemblement National et sa leader, Marine Le Pen. Malgré
une defiance généralisée envers les partis politiques, certains
électeurs voient le RN comme une alternative, notamment en
matiére de lutte contre I'immigration. Des témoignages réveélent
que, bien que sceptiques, ces électeurs estiment que le RN
pourrait apporter des changements, méme s'ils reconnaissent
que tous les partis politiques ont leurs défauts.
Des figures comme Laurent (Faury, 2024, p. 198), Philippe et
Christophe expriment des doutes sur l'intégrité des politiques,
mais certains, comme Christophe, voient le RN comme le seul
capable de répondre a leurs préoccupations migratoires.
D'autres électeurs, comme Monique, montrent un attachement
fort & Marine Le Pen, qu'ils percoivent comme une Voix
authentique et réaliste. Monique, par exemple, a commencé a
voter pour Le Pen apres avoir été longtemps abstentionniste,
attirée par ses discours sur I'immigration.

Elle se sent comprise par Le Pen et admire sa capacité a
s'exprimer clairement. Ce soutien est souvent motivé par des
aspirations sociales et politiques spécifiques, et méme si le
programme du RN reste flou pour certains (Faury, 2024, p.
202), I'identification a la figure de Le Pen devient un repére
électoral essentiel. En somme, le RN, malgré ses controverses,
suscite des espoirs chez des électeurs qui cherchent une
alternative a I'offre politique traditionnelle.

o Zemmour, je le connais pas trop

Monique, une électrice, exprime sa confiance presque
exclusive en Marine Le Pen, ce qui limite sa volonté de voter
pour d'autres candidats, méme ceux aux idees similaires. En
2022, elle n'a jamais envisagé de voter pour Eric Zemmour, car
elle ne lui faisait pas assez confiance (Faury, 2024, p. 203). Sa
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méfiance ne découle pas de divergences politiques, mais plutot
d'un manque d'informations sur Zemmour et ses propositions.

Malgré le fort echo médiatique autour de sa candidature,
Monique avoue ne pas le connaitre suffisamment. D'autres
électeurs, comme Ernesto (Faury, 2024, p. 204), affichent des
opinions tranchées et votent pour Zemmour, le trouvant plus
rigide et combatif que Le Pen. Cependant, beaucoup d'électeurs
du RN ne considerent pas Zemmour comme une option viable,
souvent en raison d'une méconnaissance de sa personne et de
son programme. Certains le jugent arriviste (Faury, 2024, p.
205) et expriment une indifférence face a sa candidature.

En fin de compte, la familiarité de Marine Le Pen avec
I'électorat lui confére un avantage, alors qu'Eric Zemmour
peine a établir une connexion avec les électeurs moins
politisés.

o Acquiescer a I’extréme droite

La présence prolongée de Marine Le Pen et de son parti dans le
paysage politiqgue francais a contribué a atténuer I'image
radicale qui leur était souvent associée. Beaucoup de personnes
qu’ont été interrogées ne voient pas son accession au pouvoir
comme une rupture significative avec l'ordre politique actuel.
Elles estiment que le programme du Rassemblement National
ne pourra pas étre entiérement mis en ceuvre, méme en cas de
victoire. Cette anticipation d'une incapacité a agir, due a des
contre-pouvoirs ou a l'impuissance des politiques, permet de
relativiser une eéventuelle victoire de Le Pen.

Des électeurs comme Chloé (Faury, 2024, p. 210), qui a voté
pour le RN, partagent cette vision, pensant qu'elle ne pourra
pas réaliser tout ce gqu'elle promet. Bien que voter pour le RN
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suscite une certaine culpabilité, beaucoup, comme Chloé, ne
considerent plus ce parti comme aussi dangereux
qu'auparavant. La perception du RN a évolué, et il est souvent
comparé a une version moins extréme qu'au temps de Jean-
Marie Le Pen.

Cette transformation dans l'image du RN a permis a des
électeurs, méme peu engages politiquement, de se sentir a l'aise
de voter pour Marine Le Pen, rendant ce choix presque banal.

La stratégie de dédiabolisation du (RN), souvent associée a
I'arrivée de Marine Le Pen en 2011, remonte en réalité a la
création du parti en 1972. A I'époque, des membres d'Ordre
Nouveau ont fondé le Front National pour rendre leurs idees
plus acceptables et se conformer a la Iégalité démocratique.

Depuis ses débuts, le RN a cherché a normaliser les idées
d'extréme droite, tout en maintenant une image de parti
protestataire. Cette dualité lui permet d'attirer divers électeurs,
oscillant entre respectabilité et radicalité.

Les opinions des électeurs, bien que parfois protestataires,
refletent des préoccupations partagées sur des enjeux sociaux,
notamment le racisme et la défiance envers les élites politiques.
Ainsi, le RN parvient a élargir son électorat tout en preservant
son identité unique. En somme, le lepénisme continue de
croitre, attirant de nouveaux soutiens sans perdre son essence.

7. Conclusion

Dans cette recherche sur le vote pour le RN, 'auteur a
veillé a respecter une approche a la fois analytique et éthique :
celle de prendre au sérieux les témoignages des personnes
interrogées. Il était essentiel de considérer leurs craintes, doutes
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et incertitudes, ainsi que leurs affirmations parfois tres
tranchées sur le monde qui les entoure. L'objectif était de
comprendre ce qui motive les électeurs du RN, les modes de
vie qu'ils valorisent et les principes moraux qui leur tiennent a
CQeur.

Pour saisir comment I'extréme droite se normalise, il est
crucial de comprendre la normalité (Faury, 2024, p. 217) sur
laquelle reposent ses électeurs. Prendre leurs paroles au sérieux
signifie eégalement ne pas supposer que ces électeurs ne savent
pas ce qu'ils font (Faury, 2024, p. 217) en votant pour le parti
de Marine Le Pen, ni qu'ils se trompent dans leurs choix
électoraux. Comme le souligne Stuart Hall, le succes et
I'efficacité de I'extréme droite ne reposent pas sur sa capacité a
duper des gens naifs, mais sur le fait que son discours résonne
avec des expériences véecues et bien réelles, ayant des effets
pertinents (Faury, 2024, p. 217).

Bien qu'il ne faille pas exagerer I'importance du vote dans
la vie des individus ordinaires, le vote pour le RN demeure un
moyen pour ceux qui l'exercent d'exprimer, le temps d'une
élection, les épreuves sociales qu'ils rencontrent, les problemes
auxquels ils font face et leurs interprétations de ces situations.
Des concurrences sociales racialisées

Les électeurs du sud-est de la France, bien qu'ils ne soient
pas directement touchés par la pauvreté, vivent dans une
précarité économique et sociale. Leur inquiétude ne se
concentre pas tant sur l'emploi que sur la redistribution des
ressources communes, comme les impots, I'éducation de leurs
enfants et l'acces aux services publics. Ces préoccupations
alimentent une politisation en faveur du Rassemblement
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National, ou ils se sentent souvent Iésés, donnant beaucoup
sans recevoir en retour,

Les inégalités sociales et raciales se manifestent dans les
domaines fiscaux, scolaires et résidentiels, ou les groupes
minoritaires sont pergus comme des concurrents indesirables.

Ce ressentiment s'étend également a I'Etat, accusé de
favoriser les immigrés au détriment des citoyens frangais. La
degradation des services publics et la compétition pour les
ressources exacerbent le racisme, qui & son tour fragilise I'Etat
social. Enfin, la valorisation des territoires et l'arrivée de
ménages aisés accentuent les inégalites, renforcant la
hiérarchisation des espaces et les tensions raciales.

o Rester majoritaire

Prendre en compte les discours des électeurs du RN
implique de reconnaitre le racisme comme une perception et
une position dans les rapports de force, plutdét que comme une
simple ignorance.

Le vote pour le RN représente une tentative d'exercer un
pouvoir, souvent racial, dans un contexte de relations entre
majoritaires et minoritaires. Bien que ces électeurs puissent
ressentir des difficultés sociales, ils se situent majoritairement
du bon cété (Faury, 2024, p. 222) des inégalités ethnoraciales
en France. Leur sentiment de menace face a une possible
minorisation les pousse a défendre leur position, ce qui politise
leur statut majoritaire. Ainsi, leur soutien a l'extréme droite
reflete un desir de préserver un ordre social qu'ils pergoivent
comme en danger.

o Dénis et lucidités

La sociologie, souvent, arrive aprés les évenements
marquants. Son role n'est pas de determiner les choix politiques
d'une societe, mais plutdét d'apporter une lucidité sur des
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réalités parfois difficiles a accepter. Par exemple, la dimension
raciale du vote pour le Rassemblement National est souvent
ignorée, considérée comme limitée a certaines régions, comme
le sud de la France, alors que cela n'est pas prouvé par des
études. De plus, certains pensent que les préoccupations socio-
économiques, comme le chdmage, masquent cette question
raciale, alors qu'elles ne sont pas exclusives I'une de l'autre. Il
est essentiel de reconnaitre que le racisme joue un réle central
dans I'électorat du RN, et le réduire a une simple réaction a des
problémes économiques est une erreur. La racialisation est un
processus autonome qui influence les opinions politiques.
Ignorer I'importance du racisme dans le soutien au RN, c'est
mal comprendre la dynamique de ce mouvement.

De plus, minimiser le racisme dans les attitudes politiques
peut renforcer le discours du RN, qui cherche a se distancier de
cette image. Les électeurs du RN ne votent pas uniquement par
colere ou frustration, mais expriment des désirs politiques
spécifiques, souvent teintés de racisme. Il est crucial de ne pas
considérer le vote pour I'extréme droite comme un simple rejet
du systeme, car cela ne tient pas compte des realités politiques
actuelles.

Le racisme est une construction sociale qui peut évoluer,
et les promesses du RN, qui mélent reconnaissance et
amélioration des conditions de vie, séduisent de nombreux
électeurs.

Pour contrer cette montée, il est nécessaire de proposer
des alternatives solides qui répondent aux préoccupations
économiques et sociales des électeurs. La lutte contre I'extréme
droite doit se faire sur plusieurs fronts, en integrant des actions
a la fois electorales et sociales.
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Enfin, la sociologie a un rble important a jouer en
identifiant les phénomeénes structurels qui influencent les
attitudes politiques. Comprendre le RN et ses électeurs
nécessite de reconnaitre que leur soutien est le reflet d'une
société qui, dans son ensemble, penche vers des normes déja
établies.
